In the past ten years, an
averdge of 76 satell i tes per year have been launched. r E The latest
analysis ol the situation suggests that 1,145 new satell i tes could be
launched during that t ime, mostly for broadband and satell i te phone
systems When satell i tes become defunct, they stay in low-Earth
orbit, eventually iall ing and b0rning up when they re enter the Earth's
atmosphere, as meteorites do.
